CEDEM is proud to announce the launch of a new FNRS-PDR-UNIC project with the University of Geneva
on “Unexpected Inclusions: Migration, Mobility and the Open City”. At CEDEM, the project will be
coordinated by Marco Martiniello.

CEDEM takes part in the Belspo Brain-be founded research program BBOX: OCMW/CPAS & new
migrants/refugees: opening the black box of policy in practice. This two-year project aims at investigating
the conditions of access and the street-level practices regarding social (activation) policies targeting
newcomers in Belgium (Wallonia, Flanders and Brussels-capital region), as well as the experience of
immigrants themselves.
